Fools are those who have no God! On the contrary, those who wait on God’s salvation
will find true happiness (v. 6). Do we want to be fools? Are we overwhelmed with
fears because we do not fear God?

e This psalm’s situation is similar to Psalm 52’s; however, David was betrayed by the
Ziphites this time (see the heading). The difference this time was that the people
from his own tribe of Judah (see Jos 14:24) betrayed him (1Sa 23:19-29).

6.Ponder: (%kkey point to ponder)

* David had to face the people from his own tribe who became his enemy and hunted
him down (v. 3). David asked God to show justice (v. 1-5); yet, he was still willing
to sacrifice a “freewill offering” to the Lord (v. 6). He did not sacrifice reluctantly
for protection, but did it out of thanksgiving. Today, are we consecrating to God
because we have a request for God, or because we hope to receive blessings from
God? Or, will we sacrifice freewill offerings to God even in times of adversity and
unfair treatment?
