e The Lord God prophesied through Isaiah that He would raise up Cyrus to save the
Israelites (v. 1-4, 13). Although Cyrus did not know God, he was still used by God (v. 4).
On the contrary, the Israelites should have known God long ago; vet, they quarrelled
with God their Maker, and queried who was their Lord (v. 9-10), as if they had no
relationship with the Lord! What is even more ironic is that although the Lord is the
Creator of the heavens and the earth (v. 7, 8, 18), one who created and saved us (v. 9,
12), people worshipped idols that were man-made (v. 16, 20)! Do we also fall into such
a paradox today? Do we think our lives have nothing to do with our God?

* Phrases like “there is no Other (God) apart from Me” appear nine times throughout
this chapter (twice in v. 5, 6, 14, once in v. 18, 21, 22)! He is indeed the Creator, the
righteous God and the Saviour (v. 21), but why did God have to remind the Israelites
that only He is God, their God? Was it because they did not believe in Him, or have
they forgotten Him? How could children forget their parents who raised them with care
and affection? Despite all these, the Israelites still argued with God (v. 9-10)! We may
not fully understand God’s love and patience for His children, but could we at least not
forget that He is our God and Saviour?

* People forget God, but He never forget us. He is willing to communicate with us, and remind
them of things He has foretold from the very beginning and have fulfilled one by one (v.
9-10). God asked His people to “fix it in mind,” that is to be firm and recognise Him as the
only true God (v. 8-9)! Why do people always worship idols made by man (v. 6-7) but forget
that the Lord is the true God? Are we willing to make up our minds to trust the Lord?
