e From ch. 40-55, there are many passages describing the Servant’s work of redemption:
the Servant’s mission (49:5-6); He was to bear all sins and become the atoning sacrifice
(52:13-53:12). After this work was done, salvation would return to Zion (ch. 54) and reach
the world (ch. 55). Finally, people would be joyously brought into the grace of God

4.Ponder: (%kkey point to ponder)

% V. 1-6 is the song of the Servant. In v. 3, whether “My servant Israel” refers to the entire
nation of Israel is not clear. Nevertheless, the dual missions for the Servant are clearly
presented in v. 5-6: “to restore the tribes of Jacob and bring back those of Israel | have
keetp” (v. 6), and “to make you a light for the Gentiles, that you may bring my salvation
to the ends of the earth” (v. 6). The Lord is addressed as the “Redeemer” here (v. 7,
26). Today, we have a better understanding of the Messiah’s work of redemption which
brings light to all, including to the Gentiles. Can you see that the Lord is faithful and has
never changed (v. 7)? The Servant’s work of redemption has completed but the gospel
still needs to reach the ends of the earth, and the tribes of Jacob are yet to be revived.
As disciples of Christ, are we ready to carry on this mission today?

e The Lord’s love for His people is far greater than a mother’s love (v. 15). V. 16 describes
this love as “engraved on the palms of My hands.” Would God ever forget? Do we not
appreciate how deep is the love of our Creator God?

5.Read: Isaiah Chapter 50

6.Ponder: (%kkey point to ponder)

* “Was My arm too short to ransom you? Do | lack the strength to rescue you?” (v. 2).
The questions of the Lord appear to be full of contradiction. Our God who reigns in the
heavens and the earth is certainly capable of saving His people (v. 2-3). Yet, people were
unwilling to respond to His call (v. 2a). They seemed to fear God, but actually relied on
their own idols and walked in darkness (v. 10-11). Rationally, we may not understand
why people still refuse to follow God’s Word. But, do we not see people in similar
situations inside and outside of the church today? What do we learn from this?
